D. INSPECTION AND ACCEPTANCE

The COR, or his/her authorized representatives, will inspect from time to time the services being performed and the supplies furnished to determine whether work is being performed in a satisfactory manner, and that all supplies are of acceptable quality and standards.

The Contractor shall be responsible for any countermeasures or corrective action, within the scope of this contract, which may be required by the Contracting Officer as a result of such inspection.

Substantial Completion:  Definitions

(a) "Substantial Completion" means the stage in the progress of the work as determined and certified by the Contracting Officer in writing to the Contractor, on which the work (or a portion designated by the Government) is sufficiently complete and satisfactory.  Substantial completion means that the property may be occupied or used for the purpose for which it is intended, and only minor items such as touch-up, adjustments, and minor replacements or installations remain to be completed or corrected which:

(1) do not interfere with the intended occupancy or utilization of the work, and 

(2) can be completed or corrected within the time period required for final completion.

(b) The "date of substantial completion" means the date determined by the Contracting Officer or authorized Government representative as of which substantial completion of the work has been achieved.

Use and Possession upon Substantial Completion

The Government shall have the right to take possession of and use the work upon substantial completion.  Upon notice by the Contractor that the work is substantially complete (a Request for Substantial Completion) and an inspection by the Contracting Officer or an authorized Government representative (including any required tests), the Contracting Officer shall furnish the Contractor a Certificate of Substantial Completion.  The certificate will be accompanied by a Schedule of Defects listing items of work remaining to be performed, completed or corrected before final completion and acceptance.  Failure of the Contracting Officer to list any item of work shall not relieve the Contractor of responsibility for complying with the terms of the contract.  The Government's possession or use upon substantial completion shall not be deemed an acceptance of any work under the contract.

Final Completion and Acceptance:  Definitions


(a) "Final completion and acceptance" means the stage in the progress of the work as determined by the Contracting Officer and confirmed in writing to the Contractor, at which all work required under the contract has been completed in a satisfactory manner, subject to the discovery of defects after final completion, and except for items specifically excluded in the notice of final acceptance.


(b) The "date of final completion and acceptance" means the date determined by the Contracting Officer when final completion of the work has been achieved, as indicated by written notice to the Contractor.

Final Inspection and Tests


The Contractor shall give the Contracting Officer at least five (5) days advance written notice of the date when the work will be fully completed and ready for final inspection and tests.  Final inspection and tests will be started not later than the date specified in the notice unless the Contracting Officer determines that the work is not ready for final inspection and so informs the Contractor.

Final Acceptance

If the Contracting Officer is satisfied that the work under the contract is complete (with the exception of continuing obligations), the Contracting Officer shall issue to the Contractor a notice of final acceptance and make final payment upon:

-Satisfactory completion of all required tests, 

-a final inspection that all items by the Contracting Officer listed in the Schedule of Defects have been completed or corrected and that the work is finally complete (subject to the discovery of defects after final completion), and

The Contracting Officer may designate in writing one or more Government employees, by name or position title, to take action for the Contracting Officer under this contract. Each designee shall be identified as a Contracting Officer’s Representative (COR). Such designation(s) shall specify the scope and limitations of the authority so delegated; provided, that the designee shall not change the terms or conditions of the contract, unless the COR is a warranted Contracting Officer and this authority is delegated in the designation.

The COR for this contract is the Deputy Facilities Manager.
Payment: The Contractor's attention is directed to Section H, 52.232-5, "Payments Under Fixed-Price Construction Contracts".  The following elaborates on the information contained in that clause.



Requests for payment, may be made no more frequently than monthly.  Payment requests shall cover the value of labor and materials completed and in place, including a prorated portion of overhead and profit.



After receipt of the Contractor's request for payment, and on the basis of an inspection of the work, the Contracting Officer shall make a determination as to the amount, which is then due.  If the Contracting Officer does not approve payment of the full amount applied for, less the retainage allowed by in 52.232-5, the Contracting Officer shall advise the Contractor as to the reasons.



Under the authority of 52.232-27(a), the 14 day period identified in FAR 52.232-27(a)(1)(i)(A) is hereby changed to 30 days.
G. SPECIAL REQUIREMENTS

Performance/Payment Protection

The foregoing types and amounts of insurance are the minimums required.  The Contractor shall obtain any other types of insurance required by local law or that are ordinarily or customarily obtained in the location of the work.  The limit of such insurance shall be as provided by law or sufficient to meet normal and customary claims.



The Contractor agrees that the Government shall not be responsible for personal injuries or for damages to any property of the Contractor, its officers, agents, servants, and employees, or any other person, arising from an incident to the Contractor's performance of this contract.  The Contractor shall hold harmless and indemnify the Government from any and all claims arising therefrom, except in the instance of gross negligence on the part of the Government.



The Contractor shall obtain adequate insurance for damage to, or theft of, materials and equipment in insurance coverage for loose transit to the site or in storage on or off the site.


The general liability policy required of the Contractor shall name "the United States of America, acting by and through the Department of State", as an additional insured with respect to operations performed under this contract.


Document Descriptions


Supplemental Documents:  The Contracting Officer shall furnish from time to time such detailed drawings and other information as is considered necessary, in the opinion of the Contracting Officer, to interpret, clarify, supplement, or correct inconsistencies, errors or omissions in the Contract documents, or to describe minor changes in the work not involving an increase in the contract price or extension of the contract time.  The Contractor shall comply with the requirements of the supplemental documents, and unless prompt objection is made by the Contractor within 20 days, their issuance shall not provide for any claim for an increase in the Contract price or an extension of contract time.

Record Documents.  The Contractor shall maintain at the project site:

(1)  a current marked set of Contract drawings and specifications indicating all interpretations and clarification, contract modifications, change orders, or any other departure from the contract requirements approved by the Contracting Officer; and,

(2)  a complete set of record shop drawings, product data, samples and other submittals as approved by the Contracting Officer.  

"As-Built" Documents:  After final completion of the work, but before final acceptance thereof, the Contractor shall provide:

(1)  a complete set of "as-built" drawings, based upon the record set of drawings, marked to show the details of construction as actually accomplished; and, 

(2)  record shop drawings and other submittals, in the number and form as required by the specifications. 

Laws and Regulations

The Contractor shall comply with all local labor laws, regulations, customs and practices pertaining to labor, safety, and similar matters, to the extent that such compliance is not inconsistent with the requirements of this contract.



The Contractor shall give written assurance to the Contracting Officer that all subcontractors and others performing work on or for the project have obtained all requisite licenses and permits.



The Contractor shall submit proper documentation and evidence satisfactory to the Contracting Officer of compliance with this clause.

Construction Personnel
The Contractor shall maintain discipline at the site and at all times take all reasonable precautions to prevent any unlawful, riotous, or disorderly conduct by or among those employed at the site.  The contractor shall ensure the preservation of peace and protection of persons and property in the neighborhood of the project against such action.  The Contracting Officer may require, in writing that the Contractor remove from the work any employee that the Contracting Officer deems incompetent, careless, insubordinate or otherwise objectionable, or whose continued employment on the project is deemed by the Contracting Officer to be contrary to the Government's interests.



If the Contractor has knowledge that any actual or potential labor dispute is delaying or threatens to delay the timely performance of this contract, the Contractor shall immediately give notice, including all relevant information, to the Contracting Officer.



After award, the Contractor has ten calendar days to submit to the Contracting Officer a list of workers and supervisors assigned to this project for the Government to conduct all necessary security checks.  It is anticipated that security checks will take up to 90 days to perform.  For each individual the list shall include:

The Contractor shall provide an English speaking supervisor on site at all times.  This position is considered as key personnel under this purchase order.

Materials and Equipment

All materials and equipment incorporated into the work shall be new and for the purpose intended, unless otherwise specified.  All workmanship shall be of good quality and performed in a skillful manner that will withstand inspection by the Contracting Officer.

Special Warranties

Any special warranties that may be required under the contract shall be subject to the stipulations set forth in 52.246-21, "Warranty of Construction", as long as they are not in conflict.



The Contractor shall obtain and furnish to the Government all information required to make any subcontractor's, manufacturer's, or supplier's guarantee or warranty legally binding and effective. The following clauses are provided in full text:
52.225-19  CONTRACTOR PERSONNEL IN A DESIGNATED OPERATIONAL AREA OR SUPPORTING A DIPLOMATIC OR CONSULAR MISSION OUTSIDE THE UNITED STATES   (MAR 2008) 

(a) Definitions. As used in this clause— 

“Chief of Mission” means the principal officer in charge of a diplomatic mission of the United States or of a United States office abroad which is designated by the Secretary of State as diplomatic in nature, including any individual assigned under section 502(c) of the Foreign Service Act of 1980 (Public Law 96-465) to be temporarily in charge of such a mission or office. 

“Combatant commander” means the commander of a unified or specified combatant command established in accordance with 10 U.S.C. 161. 

“Designated operational area” means a geographic area designated by the combatant commander or subordinate joint force commander for the conduct or support of specified military operations. 

“Supporting a diplomatic or consular mission” means performing outside the United States under a contract administered by Federal agency personnel who are subject to the direction of a chief of mission. 

(b) General. 

(1) This clause applies when Contractor personnel are required to perform outside the United States— 

(i) In a designated operational area during— 

(A) Contingency operations; 

(B) Humanitarian or peacekeeping operations; or 

(C) Other military operations; or military exercises, when designated by the Combatant Commander; or 

(ii) When supporting a diplomatic or consular mission— 

(A) That has been designated by the Department of State as a danger pay post (see http://aoprals.state.gov/Web920/danger_pay_all.asp); or 

(B) That the Contracting Officer has indicated is subject to this clause. 

(2) Contract performance may require work in dangerous or austere conditions. Except as otherwise provided in the contract, the Contractor accepts the risks associated with required contract performance in such operations. 

(3) Contractor personnel are civilians. 

(i) Except as provided in paragraph (b)(3)(ii) of this clause, and in accordance with paragraph (i)(3) of this clause, Contractor personnel are only authorized to use deadly force in self-defense. 

(ii) Contractor personnel performing security functions are also authorized to use deadly force when use of such force reasonably appears necessary to execute their security mission to protect assets/persons, consistent with the terms and conditions contained in the contract or with their job description and terms of employment. 

(4) Service performed by Contractor personnel subject to this clause is not active duty or service under 38 U.S.C. 106 note. 

(c) Support. Unless specified elsewhere in the contract, the Contractor is responsible for all logistical and security support required for Contractor personnel engaged in this contract. 

(d) Compliance with laws and regulations. The Contractor shall comply with, and shall ensure that its personnel in the designated operational area or supporting the diplomatic or consular mission are familiar with and comply with, all applicable— 

(1) United States, host country, and third country national laws; 

(2) Treaties and international agreements; 

(3) United States regulations, directives, instructions, policies, and procedures; and 

(4) Force protection, security, health, or safety orders, directives, and instructions issued by the Chief of Mission or the Combatant Commander; however, only the Contracting Officer is authorized to modify the terms and conditions of the contract. 

(e) Preliminary personnel requirements. 

(1) Specific requirements for paragraphs (e)(2)(i) through (e)(2)(vi) of this clause will be set forth in the statement of work, or elsewhere in the contract. 

(2) Before Contractor personnel depart from the United States or a third country, and before Contractor personnel residing in the host country begin contract performance in the designated operational area or supporting the diplomatic or consular mission, the Contractor shall ensure the following: 

(i) All required security and background checks are complete and acceptable. 

(ii) All personnel are medically and physically fit and have received all required vaccinations. 

(iii) All personnel have all necessary passports, visas, entry permits, and other documents required for Contractor personnel to enter and exit the foreign country, including those required for in-transit countries. 

(iv) All personnel have received— 

(A) A country clearance or special area clearance, if required by the chief of mission; and 

(B) Theater clearance, if required by the Combatant Commander. 

(v) All personnel have received personal security training. The training must at a minimum— 

(A) Cover safety and security issues facing employees overseas; 

(B) Identify safety and security contingency planning activities; and 

(C) Identify ways to utilize safety and security personnel and other resources appropriately. 

(vi) All personnel have received isolated personnel training, if specified in the contract. Isolated personnel are military or civilian personnel separated from their unit or organization in an environment requiring them to survive, evade, or escape while awaiting rescue or recovery. 

(vii) All personnel who are U.S. citizens are registered with the U.S. Embassy or Consulate with jurisdiction over the area of operations on-line at http://www.travel.state.gov. 

(3) The Contractor shall notify all personnel who are not a host country national or ordinarily resident in the host country that— 

(i) If this contract is with the Department of Defense, or the contract relates to supporting the mission of the Department of Defense outside the United States, such employees, and dependents residing with such employees, who engage in conduct outside the United States that would constitute an offense punishable by imprisonment for more than one year if the conduct had been engaged in within the special maritime and territorial jurisdiction of the United States, may potentially be subject to the criminal jurisdiction of the United States (see the Military Extraterritorial Jurisdiction Act of 2000 (18 U.S.C. 3261 et seq.); 

(ii) Pursuant to the War Crimes Act, 18 U.S.C. 2441, Federal criminal jurisdiction also extends to conduct that is determined to constitute a war crime when committed by a civilian national of the United States; and 

(iii) Other laws may provide for prosecution of U.S. nationals who commit offenses on the premises of United States diplomatic, consular, military or other United States Government missions outside the United States (18 U.S.C. 7(9)). 

(f) Processing and departure points. The Contractor shall require its personnel who are arriving from outside the area of performance to perform in the designated operational area or supporting the diplomatic or consular mission to— 

(1) Process through the departure center designated in the contract or complete another process as directed by the Contracting Officer; 

(2) Use a specific point of departure and transportation mode as directed by the Contracting Officer; and 

(3) Process through a reception center as designated by the Contracting Officer upon arrival at the place of performance. 

(g) Personnel data. 

(1) Unless personnel data requirements are otherwise specified in the contract, the Contractor shall establish and maintain with the designated Government official a current list of all Contractor personnel in the areas of performance. The Contracting Officer will inform the Contractor of the Government official designated to receive this data and the appropriate system to use for this effort. 

(2) The Contractor shall ensure that all employees on this list have a current record of emergency data, for notification of next of kin, on file with both the Contractor and the designated Government official. 

(h) Contractor personnel. The Contracting Officer may direct the Contractor, at its own expense, to remove and replace any Contractor personnel who fail to comply with or violate applicable requirements of this contract. Such action may be taken at the Government’s discretion without prejudice to its rights under any other provision of this contract, including termination for default or cause. 

(i) Weapons. 

(1) If the Contracting Officer, subject to the approval of the Combatant Commander or the Chief of Mission, authorizes the carrying of weapons— 

(i) The Contracting Officer may authorize an approved Contractor to issue Contractor-owned weapons and ammunition to specified employees; or 

(ii) The Regional Security Officer may issue Government-furnished weapons and ammunition to the Contractor for issuance to specified Contractor employees. 

(2) The Contractor shall provide to the Contracting Officer a specific list of personnel for whom authorization to carry a weapon is requested. 

(3) The Contractor shall ensure that its personnel who are authorized to carry weapons— 

(i) Are adequately trained to carry and use them— 

(A) Safely; 

(B) With full understanding of, and adherence to, the rules of the use of force issued by the Combatant Commander or the Chief of Mission; and 

(C) In compliance with applicable agency policies, agreements, rules, regulations, and other applicable law; 

(ii) Are not barred from possession of a firearm by 18 U.S.C. 922; and 

(iii) Adhere to all guidance and orders issued by the Combatant Commander or the Chief of Mission regarding possession, use, safety, and accountability of weapons and ammunition. 

(4) Upon revocation by the Contracting Officer of the Contractor’s authorization to possess weapons, the Contractor shall ensure that all Government-furnished weapons and unexpended ammunition are returned as directed by the Contracting Officer. 

(5) Whether or not weapons are Government-furnished, all liability for the use of any weapon by Contractor personnel rests solely with the Contractor and the Contractor employee using such weapon. 

(j) Vehicle or equipment licenses. Contractor personnel shall possess the required licenses to operate all vehicles or equipment necessary to perform the contract in the area of performance. 

(k) Military clothing and protective equipment. 

(1) Contractor personnel are prohibited from wearing military clothing unless specifically authorized by the Combatant Commander.  If authorized to wear military clothing, Contractor personnel must wear distinctive patches, armbands, nametags, or headgear, in order to be distinguishable from military personnel, consistent with force protection measures. 

(2) Contractor personnel may wear specific items required for safety and security, such as ballistic, nuclear, biological, or chemical protective equipment. 

(l) Evacuation. 

(1) If the Chief of Mission or Combatant Commander orders a mandatory evacuation of some or all personnel, the Government will provide to United States and third country national Contractor personnel the level of assistance provided to private United States citizens. 

(2) In the event of a non-mandatory evacuation order, the Contractor shall maintain personnel on location sufficient to meet contractual obligations unless instructed to evacuate by the Contracting Officer. 

(m) Personnel recovery. 

(1) In the case of isolated, missing, detained, captured or abducted Contractor personnel, the Government will assist in personnel recovery actions. 

(2) Personnel recovery may occur through military action, action by non-governmental organizations, other Government-approved action, diplomatic initiatives, or through any combination of these options. 

(3) The Department of Defense has primary responsibility for recovering DoD contract service employees and, when requested, will provide personnel recovery support to other agencies in accordance with DoD Directive 2310.2, Personnel Recovery. 

(n) Notification and return of personal effects. 

(1) The Contractor shall be responsible for notification of the employee-designated next of kin, and notification as soon as possible to the U.S. Consul responsible for the area in which the event occurred, if the employee— 

(i) Dies; 

(ii) Requires evacuation due to an injury; or 

(iii) Is isolated, missing, detained, captured, or abducted. 

(2) The Contractor shall also be responsible for the return of all personal effects of deceased or missing Contractor personnel, if appropriate, to next of kin. 

(o) Mortuary affairs. Mortuary affairs for Contractor personnel who die in the area of performance will be handled as follows: 

(1) If this contract was awarded by DoD, the remains of Contractor personnel will be handled in accordance with DoD Directive 1300.22, Mortuary Affairs Policy. 

(2)(i) If this contract was awarded by an agency other than DoD, the Contractor is responsible for the return of the remains of Contractor personnel from the point of identification of the remains to the location specified by the employee or next of kin, as applicable, except as provided in paragraph (o)(2)(ii) of this clause. 

(ii) In accordance with 10 U.S.C. 1486, the Department of Defense may provide, on a reimbursable basis, mortuary support for the disposition of remains and personal effects of all U.S. citizens upon the request of the Department of State. 

(p) Changes. In addition to the changes otherwise authorized by the Changes clause of this contract, the Contracting Officer may, at any time, by written order identified as a change order, make changes in place of performance or Government-furnished facilities, equipment, material, services, or site. Any change order issued in accordance with this paragraph shall be subject to the provisions of the Changes clause of this contract. 

(q) Subcontracts. The Contractor shall incorporate the substance of this clause, including this paragraph (q), in all subcontracts that require subcontractor personnel to perform outside the United States— 

(1) In a designated operational area during— 

(i) Contingency operations; 

(ii) Humanitarian or peacekeeping operations; or 

(iii) Other military operations; or military exercises, when designated by the Combatant Commander; or 

(2) When supporting a diplomatic or consular mission— 

(i) That has been designated by the Department of State as a danger pay post (see http://aoprals.state.gov/Web920/danger_pay_all.asp); or 

(ii) That the Contracting Officer has indicated is subject to this clause. 

(End of clause) 
52.228-3  WORKERS’ COMPENSATION INSURANCE (DEFENSE BASE ACT) (APR 1984) 

The Contractor shall (a) provide, before commencing performance under this contract, such workers’ compensation insurance or security as the Defense Base Act (42 U.S.C. 1651, et seq.) requires and (b) continue to maintain it until performance is completed. The Contractor shall insert, in all subcontracts under this contract to which the Defense Base Act applies, a clause similar to this clause (including this sentence) imposing upon those subcontractors this requirement to comply with the Defense Base Act. 

(End of clause) 

52.228-4  WORKERS’ COMPENSATION AND WAR-HAZARD INSURANCE OVERSEAS (APR 1984) 
(a) This paragraph applies if the Contractor employs any person who, but for a waiver granted by the Secretary of Labor, would be subject to workers’ compensation insurance under the Defense Base Act (42 U.S.C. 1651, et seq.). On behalf of employees for whom the applicability of the Defense Base Act has been waived, the Contractor shall (1) provide, before commencing performance under this contract, at least that workers’ compensation insurance or the equivalent as the laws of the country of which these employees are nationals may require, and (2) continue to maintain it until performance is completed. The Contractor shall insert, in all subcontracts under this contract to which the Defense Base Act would apply but for the waiver, a clause similar to this paragraph (a) (including this sentence) imposing upon those subcontractors this requirement to provide such workers’ compensation insurance coverage. 

(b) This paragraph applies if the Contractor or any subcontractor under this contract employs any person who, but for a waiver granted by the Secretary of Labor, would be subject to the War Hazards Compensation Act (42 U.S.C. 1701, et seq.). On behalf of employees for whom the applicability of the Defense Base Act (and hence that of the War Hazards Compensation Act) has been waived, the Contractor shall, subject to reimbursement as provided elsewhere in this contract, afford the same protection as that provided in the War Hazards Compensation Act, except that the level of benefits shall conform to any law or international agreement controlling the benefits to which the employees may be entitled. In all other respects, the standards of the War Hazards Compensation Act shall apply; e.g., the definition of war-hazard risks (injury, death, capture, or detention as the result of a war hazard as defined in the Act), proof of loss, and exclusion of benefits otherwise covered by workers’ compensation insurance or the equivalent. Unless the Contractor elects to assume directly the liability to subcontractor employees created by this clause, the Contractor shall insert, in all subcontracts under this contract to which the War Hazards Compensation Act would apply but for the waiver, a clause similar to this paragraph (b) (including this sentence) imposing upon those subcontractors this requirement to provide war-hazard benefits. 

(End of clause) 

The following clauses are set forth in full text:

DEPARTMENT OF STATE ACQUISITION REGULATION (DOSAR) CLAUSES

652.204-70  DEPARTMENT OF STATE PERSONAL IDENTIFICATION CARD ISSUANCE PROCEDURES (AUG 2007)

(a)  The Contractor shall comply with the Department of State (DOS) Personal Identification Card Issuance Procedures for all employees performing under this contract who require frequent and continuing access to DOS facilities, or information systems.  The Contractor shall insert this clause in all subcontracts when the subcontractor’s employees will require frequent and continuing access to DOS facilities, or information systems.

(b)  The DOS Personal Identification Card Issuance Procedures may be accessed at  http://www.state.gov/m/ds/rls/rpt/c21664.htm .

(End of clause)
DOSAR 652.236-70  ACCIDENT PREVENTION (APR 2004)


(a)  General.  The contractor shall provide and maintain work environments and procedures which will safeguard the public and Government personnel, property, materials, supplies, and equipment exposed to contractor operations and activities; avoid interruptions of Government operations and delays in project completion dates; and, control costs in the performance of this contract.  For these purposes, the contractor shall:


(1)  Provide appropriate safety barricades, signs and signal lights;


(2)  Comply with the standards issued by any local government authority having jurisdiction over occupational health and safety issues; and,


(3)  Ensure that any additional measures the contracting officer determines to be reasonably necessary for this purpose are taken.


(4)  For overseas construction projects, the contracting officer shall specify in writing additional requirements regarding safety if the work involves:


(i)  Scaffolding;


(ii)  Work at heights above two (2) meters;


(iii)  Trenching or other excavation greater than one (1) meter in depth;


(iv)  Earth moving equipment;


(v)  Temporary wiring, use of portable electric tools, or other recognized electrical hazards.  Temporary wiring and portable electric tools require the use of a ground fault circuit interrupter (GFCI) in the affected circuits; other electrical hazards may also require the use of a GFCI;

 
(vi)  Work in confined spaces (limited exits, potential for oxygen less that 19.5 percent or combustible atmosphere, potential for solid or liquid engulfment, or other hazards considered to be immediately dangerous to life or health such as water tanks, transformer vaults, sewers, cisterns, etc.);


(vii)  Hazardous materials – a material with a physical or health hazard including but not limited to, flammable, explosive, corrosive, toxic, reactive or unstable, or any operations which creates any kind of contamination inside an occupied building such as dust from demolition activities, paints, solvents, etc.; or


(viii)  Hazardous noise levels.


(b)  Records.  The contractor shall maintain an accurate record of exposure data on all accidents incident to work performed under this contract resulting in death, traumatic injury, occupational disease, or damage to or theft of property, materials, supplies, or equipment.  The contractor shall report this data in the manner prescribed by the contracting officer.


(c)  Subcontracts.  The contractor shall be responsible for its subcontractors’ compliance with this clause.


(d)  Written program.  Before commencing work, the contractor shall:


(1)  Submit a written plan to the contracting officer for implementing this clause.  The plan shall include specific management or technical procedures for effectively controlling hazards associated with the project; and,


(2)  Meet with the contracting officer to discuss and develop a mutual understanding relative to administration of the overall safety program.


(e)  Notification.  The contracting officer shall notify the contractor of any non-compliance with these requirements and the corrective actions required.  This notice, when delivered to the contractor or the contractor’s representative on site, shall be deemed sufficient notice of the non-compliance and corrective action required.  After receiving the notice, the contractor shall immediately take corrective action.  If the contractor fails or refuses to promptly take corrective action, the contracting officer may issue an order suspending all or part of the work until satisfactory corrective action has been taken.  The contractor shall not be entitled to any equitable adjustment of the contract price or extension of the performance schedule on any suspension of work order issued under this clause.

(End of clause)
652.242-73  AUTHORIZATION AND PERFORMANCE (AUG 1999)

    (a) The contractor warrants the following:

    (1) That is has obtained authorization to operate and do business in the country or countries in which this contract will be performed;

    (2) That is has obtained all necessary licenses and permits required to perform this contract; and,

    (3) That it shall comply fully with all laws, decrees, labor standards, and regulations of said country or countries during the performance of this contract.

    (b) If the party actually performing the work will be a subcontractor or joint venture partner, then such subcontractor or joint venture partner agrees to the requirements of paragraph (a) of 

this clause.

652.243-70  NOTICES (AUG 1999)

Any notice or request relating to this contract given by either party to the other shall be in writing. Said notice or request shall be mailed or delivered by hand to the other party at the address provided in the schedule of the contract. All modifications to the contract must be made in writing by the contracting officer.

652.229-71  PERSONAL PROPERTY DISPOSITION AT POSTS ABROAD (AUG 1999)

Regulations at 22 CFR Part 136 require that U.S. Government employees and their families do not profit personally from sales or other transactions with persons who are not themselves entitled to exemption from import restrictions, duties, or taxes. Should the contractor experience importation or tax privileges in a foreign country because of its contractual relationship to the United States Government, the contractor shall observe the requirements of 22 CFR 

Part 136 and all policies, rules, and procedures issued by the chief of mission in that foreign country.

652.228-71   WORKER'S COMPENSATION INSURANCE (DEFENSE BASE ACT) – SERVICES (AUG 1999)
  (a)  This clause supplements FAR 52.228-3. 

(b)  The contractor agrees to procure Defense Base Act (DBA) insurance pursuant to the terms of the contract between the Department of State and the Department's DBA insurance carrier unless the contractor has a DBA self-insurance program approved by the Department of Labor.  The contractor shall submit a copy of the Department of Labor's approval to the contracting officer upon contract award.  The current rate under the Department of State contract is $5.50 per $100 of compensation for construction. 

  (c) Since the Department of State has obtained a waiver of DBA coverage for contractor employees who are not citizens of, residents of, or hired in the United States, the contractor agrees to provide such employees with worker's compensation benefits as required by the laws of the country in which the employees are working, or by the laws of the employee's native country, whichever offers greater benefits. 

  (d)  The contractor agrees to insert a clause substantially the same as this one in all subcontracts to which the DBA is applicable. Subcontractors shall be required to insert a similar clause in any of their subcontracts subject to the DBA. 

  (e)  Should the rates for DBA insurance coverage increase or decrease during the performance of this contract, the Department shall modify this contract accordingly.
  (f)  The contractor shall demonstrate to the satisfaction of the contracting officer that the equitable adjustment as a result of the insurance increase or decrease does not include any reserve for such insurance.  Adjustment shall not include any overhead, profit, general and administrative expenses, etc. 

CONTRACTOR IDENTIFICATION (JULY 2008)

Contract performance may require contractor personnel to attend meetings with government personnel and the public, work within government offices, and/or utilize government email.

Contractor personnel must take the following actions to identify themselves as non-federal employees:

1) Use and email signature block that shows name, the office being supported and company affiliation (e.g. “John Smith, Office of Human Resources, Acme Corporation Support Contractor”);

2) Clearly identify themselves and their contractor affiliation in meetings;

3) Identify their contractor affiliation in Department e-mail and phone listings whenever contractor personnel are included in those listings; and

4) Contractor personnel may not utilize Department of State logos or indicia on business cards

(End of clause) 
DOSAR 628.305  OVERSEAS WORKERS' COMPENSATION AND WAR-HAZARD INSURANCE.

  (b)(1)  Acquisitions for services, including construction but excluding personal services contracts, requiring contractor personnel to perform work outside of the United States, shall include the contractual obligation for coverage under the Defense Base Act (42 U.S.C. Sections 1651-1654, as amended), for covered contractor employees.  For the purposes of this section, "covered contractor employees" includes the following individuals:

  (i)  United States citizens or residents;

1. AIM
The aim of this Statement of Work (SOW) is for a Contractor to supply materials, labor and equipment necessary to provide a carwash station at NEC, Baghdad, Iraq.

1. Provide 8”x8”x16” reinforced 4,500 psi regular weight concrete block wall.  Include, but not limited to, #5 vertical reinforcing & grout spacing @ 16”, horizontal reinforcing and solid fill.

2. The contractor is responsible to design and providing concrete footing & slab on grade to support CMU wall construction.

3. The contractor is to provide 95% modified proctor test on subgrade & subbase prior to concrete placement.

4. Provide forming and framing, include edge angles, of trench drain.

5. The exterior wall is to receive stucco finish, and the interior wall is to receive two coats of latex paint and two coats of waterproof sealer.

6. The wall layout dimensions are shown on Appendix A.

Cantilever Canopy

1. Provide 9 m x 10 m cantilever canopy per the contractor’s design.  The design is to be review by the Engineer’s for its aesthetical layout and dimensions.  However, the contractor is responsible for the structural integrity of the design.  The design is to include “open side – one wall” appearance.  See Appendix C for the concept.

2. The design is to ensure the canopy structure from any movement from the weather (i.e. wind, rain, temperature, etc.)

3. The contractor is responsible to compact the subgrade and subbase with 95% modified proctor test for column footing.

4. Provide and install steel base plates, sized per the contractor’s design, with four bolt holes each on anchor bolts installed above in the existing concrete slab to accept the columns for the canopy.

5. Provide 14 gauge aluminum canopy roof panels.  Include, but not limited to bolts, screws and fasteners as necessary to provide complete installation.  The panels are to receive baked enamel finish for glossy appearance.  The contractor is to provide color chart for the Engineer’s selection prior to fabrication.

6. The clear height of the canopy from its lowest member to the finished floor is to be 3.6m.

7. The contractor is responsible to provide primer with two coats of oil base paint on ALL steel members.  Provide a color sample for the Engineer’s review prior to paint.

Stucco Finish

1. Provide one layer of woven wire lath and two layers of Portland cement-based plaster.

2. Provide vapor-permeable, water resistant tarpaper to protect the sheathing and interior of the wall from outside moisture without trapping vapor inside.

3. Provide a layer of acrylic finish to add waterproofing capability on top with minimum 3.0 mm thickness.

4. Provide “moist curing” to prevent a weaker and brittle stucco finish.

5. The contractor is responsible for crack & shrinkage free stucco finish.

6. Provide a range of acrylic finish color samples to match existing building structures in NEC for the Engineer’s review prior to construction

Sanitary & Domestic Water Connection

1. Provide sanitary connection to the existing service.  Include, but not limited, new 2” Schedule 80 PVC pipe to the existing MH-03, trench drain with heavy duty trench grating (see Appendix B).

2. Provide domestic water connection.  Includes new ¾” Schedule 80 PVC pipe to the existing line.  The contractor is responsible to provide 48-hour notice prior to making the connection to the Engineer.

3. Provide a pressure relief valve to avoid damage in domestic water line.

Electrical Work

1. Provide electrical connection from Utility building to the carwash station.

2. The contractor is responsible for all circuit connection from Utility building to the

3. Provide one weather proof outlet for carwash pump.

4. Provide one weather proof duplex outlet.

Carwash Equipment
1. Provide electric pressure washer unit.  Includes, but not limited to, 220v 50Hz 4.0gpm and 100 to 1,800psi explosion proof electric motor pump, heavy-duty trigger gun & 36” spray wand, chemical injection nozzle, 50’x3/8” high pressure hose, steel braid, hose w/ quick nozzle assortment, heavy-duty regulator/unloader valve, pressure gauge.  The pump system is to have detergent and wax flow indicator.

2. The carwash equipment is to have integrated detergent and wax system that can be discharged from heavy-duty trigger gun.

6. PERFORMANCE PERIOD

The Contractor is to complete construction of the basic bid within 30 days from the notice to proceed (NTP).
