FEDERAL ACQUISITION REGULATION (FAR) CLAUSES

52.225-19 CONTRACTOR PERSONNEL IN A DESIGNATED OPERATIONAL AREA OR

SUPPORTING A DIPLOMATIC OR CONSULAR MISSION OUTSIDE THE UNITED STATES (MAR
2008)

(a) Definitions. As used in this clause—

“Chief of Mission” means the principal officer in charge of a diplomatic mission of the United States or of a
United States office abroad which is designated by the Secretary of State as diplomatic in nature, including
any individual assigned under section 502(c) of the Foreign Service Act of 1980 (Public Law 96-465) to be
temporarily in charge of such a mission or office.

“Combatant commander” means the commander of a unified or specified combatant command established in
accordance with 10 U.S.C. 161.
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“Designated operational area” means a geographic area designated by the combatant commander or
subordinate joint force commander for the conduct or support of specified military operations.

“Supporting a diplomatic or consular mission” means performing outside the United States under a contract
administered by Federal agency personnel who are subject to the direction of a chief of mission.

(b) General.

(1) This clause applies when Contractor personnel are required to perform outside the United States—
(i) In a designated operational area during—
(A) Contingency operations;
(B) Humanitarian or peacekeeping operations; or
(C) Other military operations; or military exercises, when designated by the Combatant
Commander; or
(if) When supporting a diplomatic or consular mission—
(A) That has been designated by the Department of State as a danger pay post (see
http://aoprals.state.gov/Web920/danger_pay_all.asp); or
(B) That the Contracting Officer has indicated is subject to this clause.
(2) Contract performance may require work in dangerous or austere conditions. Except as otherwise
provided in the contract, the Contractor accepts the risks associated with required contract performance
in such operations.
(3) Contractor personnel are civilians.
(1) Except as provided in paragraph (b)(3)(ii) of this clause, and in accordance with paragraph (i)(3)
of this clause, Contractor personnel are only authorized to use deadly force in self-defense.
(if) Contractor personnel performing security functions are also authorized to use deadly force when
use of such force reasonably appears necessary to execute their security mission to protect
assets/persons, consistent with the terms and conditions contained in the contract or with their job
description and terms of employment.
(4) Service performed by Contractor personnel subject to this clause is not active duty or service under
38 U.S.C. 106 note.

(c) Support. Unless specified elsewhere in the contract, the Contractor is responsible for all logistical and
security support required for Contractor personnel engaged in this contract.

(d) Compliance with laws and regulations. The Contractor shall comply with, and shall ensure that its
personnel in the designated operational area or supporting the diplomatic or consular mission are familiar
with and comply with, all applicable—

(1) United States, host country, and third country national laws;

(2) Treaties and international agreements;

(3) United States regulations, directives, instructions, policies, and procedures; and

(4) Force protection, security, health, or safety orders, directives, and instructions issued by the Chief of
Mission or the Combatant Commander; however, only the Contracting Officer is authorized to modify
the terms and conditions of the contract.

(e) Preliminary personnel requirements.

(1) Specific requirements for paragraphs (e)(2)(i) through (e)(2)(vi) of this clause will be set forth in the
statement of work, or elsewhere in the contract.
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(2) Before Contractor personnel depart from the United States or a third country, and before Contractor
personnel residing in the host country begin contract performance in the designated operational area or
supporting the diplomatic or consular mission, the Contractor shall ensure the following:
(i) All required security and background checks are complete and acceptable.
(i1) All personnel are medically and physically fit and have received all required vaccinations.
(iii) All personnel have all necessary passports, visas, entry permits, and other documents required
for Contractor personnel to enter and exit the foreign country, including those required for in-transit
countries.
(iv) All personnel have received—
(A) A country clearance or special area clearance, if required by the chief of mission; and
(B) Theater clearance, if required by the Combatant Commander.
(v) All personnel have received personal security training. The training must at a minimum—
(A) Cover safety and security issues facing employees overseas;
(B) Identify safety and security contingency planning activities; and
(C) Identify ways to utilize safety and security personnel and other resources appropriately.
(vi) All personnel have received isolated personnel training, if specified in the contract. Isolated
personnel are military or civilian personnel separated from their unit or organization in an
environment requiring them to survive, evade, or escape while awaiting rescue or recovery.
(vii) All personnel who are U.S. citizens are registered with the U.S. Embassy or Consulate with
jurisdiction over the area of operations on-line at http://www.travel.state.gov.

(3) The Contractor shall notify all personnel who are not a host country national or ordinarily resident
in the host country that—

(i) If this contract is with the Department of Defense, or the contract relates to supporting the mission
of the Department of Defense outside the United States, such employees, and dependents residing
with such employees, who engage in conduct outside the United States that would constitute an
offense punishable by imprisonment for more than one year if the conduct had been engaged in
within the special maritime and territorial jurisdiction of the United States, may potentially be subject
to the criminal jurisdiction of the United States (see the Military Extraterritorial Jurisdiction Act of
2000 (18 U.S.C. 3261 et seq.);

(i) Pursuant to the War Crimes Act, 18 U.S.C. 2441, Federal criminal jurisdiction also extends to
conduct that is determined to constitute a war crime when committed by a civilian national of the
United States; and

(i1i) Other laws may provide for prosecution of U.S. nationals who commit offenses on the premises
of United States diplomatic, consular, military or other United States Government missions outside
the United States (18 U.S.C. 7(9)).

(f) Processing and departure points. The Contractor shall require its personnel who are arriving from outside
the area of performance to perform in the designated operational area or supporting the diplomatic or
consular mission to—

(1) Process through the departure center designated in the contract or complete another process as
directed by the Contracting Officer;

(2) Use a specific point of departure and transportation mode as directed by the Contracting Officer;
and

(3) Process through a reception center as designated by the Contracting Officer upon arrival at the place
of performance.

(g) Personnel data.
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(1) Unless personnel data requirements are otherwise specified in the contract, the Contractor shall
establish and maintain with the designated Government official a current list of all Contractor personnel
in the areas of performance. The Contracting Officer will inform the Contractor of the Government
official designated to receive this data and the appropriate system to use for this effort.

(2) The Contractor shall ensure that all employees on this list have a current record of emergency data,
for notification of next of kin, on file with both the Contractor and the designated Government official.

(h) Contractor personnel. The Contracting Officer may direct the Contractor, at its own expense, to remove
and replace any Contractor personnel who fail to comply with or violate applicable requirements of this
contract. Such action may be taken at the Government’s discretion without prejudice to its rights under any
other provision of this contract, including termination for default or cause.

(i) Weapons.

(1) If the Contracting Officer, subject to the approval of the Combatant Commander or the Chief
of Mission, authorizes the carrying of weapons—

(i) The Contracting Officer may authorize an approved Contractor to issue Contractor-owned
weapons and ammunition to specified employees; or

(if) The Regional Security Officer may issue Government-furnished weapons and ammunition to the
Contractor for issuance to specified Contractor employees.
(2) The Contractor shall provide to the Contracting Officer a specific list of personnel for whom
authorization to carry a weapon is requested.
(3) The Contractor shall ensure that its personnel who are authorized to carry weapons—

(i) Are adequately trained to carry and use them—
(A) Safely;
(B) With full understanding of, and adherence to, the rules of the use of force issued by the
Combatant Commander or the Chief of Mission; and
(C) In compliance with applicable agency policies, agreements, rules, regulations, and other
applicable law;
(i1) Are not barred from possession of a firearm by 18 U.S.C. 922; and
(iii) Adhere to all guidance and orders issued by the Combatant Commander or the Chief of Mission
regarding possession, use, safety, and accountability of weapons and ammunition.
(4) Upon revocation by the Contracting Officer of the Contractor’s authorization to possess weapons,
the Contractor shall ensure that all Government-furnished weapons and unexpended ammunition are
returned as directed by the Contracting Officer.
(5) Whether or not weapons are Government-furnished, all liability for the use of any weapon by
Contractor personnel rests solely with the Contractor and the Contractor employee using such weapon.

(1) Vehicle or equipment licenses. Contractor personnel shall possess the required licenses to operate all
vehicles or equipment necessary to perform the contract in the area of performance.

(k) Military clothing and protective equipment.

(1) Contractor personnel are prohibited from wearing military clothing unless specifically authorized by
the Combatant Commander. If authorized to wear military clothing, Contractor personnel must wear
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distinctive patches, armbands, nametags, or headgear, in order to be distinguishable from military
personnel, consistent with force protection measures.

(2) Contractor personnel may wear specific items required for safety and security, such as ballistic,
nuclear, biological, or chemical protective equipment.

(I) Evacuation.

(1) If the Chief of Mission or Combatant Commander orders a mandatory evacuation of some or all
personnel, the Government will provide to United States and third country national Contractor
personnel the level of assistance provided to private United States citizens.

(2) In the event of a non-mandatory evacuation order, the Contractor shall maintain personnel on
location sufficient to meet contractual obligations unless instructed to evacuate by the Contracting
Officer.

(m) Personnel recovery.

(1) In the case of isolated, missing, detained, captured or abducted Contractor personnel, the
Government will assist in personnel recovery actions.

(2) Personnel recovery may occur through military action, action by non-governmental organizations,
other Government-approved action, diplomatic initiatives, or through any combination of these options.
(3) The Department of Defense has primary responsibility for recovering DoD contract service
employees and, when requested, will provide personnel recovery support to other agencies in
accordance with DoD Directive 2310.2, Personnel Recovery.

(n) Notification and return of personal effects.

(1) The Contractor shall be responsible for notification of the employee-designated next of kin, and
notification as soon as possible to the U.S. Consul responsible for the area in which the event occurred,
if the employee—

(i) Dies;

(i1) Requires evacuation due to an injury; or

(iii) Is isolated, missing, detained, captured, or abducted.
(2) The Contractor shall also be responsible for the return of all personal effects of deceased or missing
Contractor personnel, if appropriate, to next of kin.

(o) Mortuary affairs. Mortuary affairs for Contractor personnel who die in the area of performance will be
handled as follows:

(1) If this contract was awarded by DoD, the remains of Contractor personnel will be handled in
accordance with DoD Directive 1300.22, Mortuary Affairs Policy.

(2)(i) If this contract was awarded by an agency other than DoD, the Contractor is responsible for the
return of the remains of Contractor personnel from the point of identification of the remains to the
location specified by the employee or next of kin, as applicable, except as provided in paragraph
(0)(2)(ii) of this clause.

(i) In accordance with 10 U.S.C. 1486, the Department of Defense may provide, on a reimbursable

basis, mortuary support for the disposition of remains and personal effects of all U.S. citizens upon the
request of the Department of State.
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(p) Changes. In addition to the changes otherwise authorized by the Changes clause of this contract, the
Contracting Officer may, at any time, by written order identified as a change order, make changes in place of
performance or Government-furnished facilities, equipment, material, services, or site. Any change order
issued in accordance with this paragraph shall be subject to the provisions of the Changes clause of this
contract.

(g) Subcontracts. The Contractor shall incorporate the substance of this clause, including this paragraph (q),
in all subcontracts that require subcontractor personnel to perform outside the United States—

(1) In a designated operational area during—
(i) Contingency operations;
(if) Humanitarian or peacekeeping operations; or
(iii) Other military operations; or military exercises, when designated by the Combatant Commander;
or

(2) When supporting a diplomatic or consular mission—
(i) That has been designated by the Department of State as a danger pay post (see
http://aoprals.state.gov/Web920/danger_pay_all.asp); or
(i) That the Contracting Officer has indicated is subject to this clause.
(End of clause)

52.228-3 WORKERS’ COMPENSATION INSURANCE (DEFENSE BASE ACT) (APR 1984)

The Contractor shall (a) provide, before commencing performance under this contract, such workers’
compensation insurance or security as the Defense Base Act (42 U.S.C. 1651, et seq.) requires and (b)
continue to maintain it until performance is completed. The Contractor shall insert, in all subcontracts under
this contract to which the Defense Base Act applies, a clause similar to this clause (including this sentence)
imposing upon those subcontractors this requirement to comply with the Defense Base Act.

(End of clause)

52.228-4 WORKERS’ COMPENSATION AND WAR-HAZARD INSURANCE OVERSEAS (APR 1984)

(a) This paragraph applies if the Contractor employs any person who, but for a waiver granted by the
Secretary of Labor, would be subject to workers’ compensation insurance under the Defense Base Act (42
U.S.C. 1651, et seq.). On behalf of employees for whom the applicability of the Defense Base Act has been
waived, the Contractor shall (1) provide, before commencing performance under this contract, at least that
workers’ compensation insurance or the equivalent as the laws of the country of which these employees are
nationals may require, and (2) continue to maintain it until performance is completed. The Contractor shall
insert, in all subcontracts under this contract to which the Defense Base Act would apply but for the waiver,
a clause similar to this paragraph (a) (including this sentence) imposing upon those subcontractors this
requirement to provide such workers’ compensation insurance coverage.

(b) This paragraph applies if the Contractor or any subcontractor under this contract employs any person
who, but for a waiver granted by the Secretary of Labor, would be subject to the War Hazards Compensation
Act (42 U.S.C. 1701, et seq.). On behalf of employees for whom the applicability of the Defense Base Act
(and hence that of the War Hazards Compensation Act) has been waived, the Contractor shall, subject to
reimbursement as provided elsewhere in this contract, afford the same protection as that provided in the War
Hazards Compensation Act, except that the level of benefits shall conform to any law or international
agreement controlling the benefits to which the employees may be entitled. In all other respects, the
standards of the War Hazards Compensation Act shall apply; e.g., the definition of war-hazard risks (injury,
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death, capture, or detention as the result of a war hazard as defined in the Act), proof of loss, and exclusion
of benefits otherwise covered by workers’ compensation insurance or the equivalent. Unless the Contractor
elects to assume directly the liability to subcontractor employees created by this clause, the Contractor shall
insert, in all subcontracts under this contract to which the War Hazards Compensation Act would apply but
for the waiver, a clause similar to this paragraph (b) (including this sentence) imposing upon those
subcontractors this requirement to provide war-hazard benefits.

(End of clause)

DEPARTMENT OF STATE ACQUISITION REGULATION (DOSAR) CLAUSES

628.305 OVERSEAS WORKERS' COMPENSATION AND WAR-HAZARD INSURANCE.

(b)(1) Acquisitions for services, including construction but excluding personal services contracts, requiring
contractor personnel to perform work outside of the United States, shall include the contractual obligation
for coverage under the Defense Base Act (42 U.S.C. Sections 1651-1654, as amended), for covered
contractor employees. For the purposes of this section, "covered contractor employees™ includes the
following individuals:

(i) United States citizens or residents;
(if) Individuals hired in the United States or its possessions, regardless of citizenship; and,

(iii) Local nationals and third country nationals where contract performance takes place in a country where
there are no workers’ compensation laws.

(2) Individuals who are self-employed (i.e., they have not incorporated) do not meet the definition of an
employee. No Defense Base Act insurance is required when contracting with these individuals.

(3) Exceptions are discussed in paragraphs (e)(1) and (f) of this section.

(c) The Department of State has entered into a contract with an insurance broker and carrier to provide
Defense Base Act insurance (at a fixed rate for services and construction) to cover DOS contracts that
require performance overseas by covered contractor employees. Upon award of a contract that requires
Defense Base Act insurance, the contracting officer shall provide the contractor with the name of the
insurance broker from which the contractor must acquire the Defense Base Act insurance.

(d) The authority to recommend a waiver from the Defense Base Act, as set forth in FAR 28.305(d), is
reserved to the Secretary of State.

(e)(1) The Secretary of Labor has waived the applicability of the Defense Base Act to all DOS service
contracts, including construction, for contractor employees who are local nationals or third country
nationals. This waiver is conditioned on the requirement for the contractor to provide workers’
compensation benefits against the risk of work injury or death and assume liability toward the employees
and their beneficiaries for war-hazard injury, death, capture, or detention as prescribed by the local workers’
compensation laws.

(2) In cases where a contract is performed in a country where there are no local workers’ compensation
laws, local and third country national contractor employees are considered to be “covered contractor
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employees”, and the contractor shall acquire Defense Base Act insurance for those employees pursuant to
the contract between the Department of State and the Defense Base Act insurance broker.

(H (1) Section 16 of the State Department Basic Authorities Act (22 U.S.C. 2680a), as amended, provides
that the Defense Base Act shall not apply with respect to such contracts as the Secretary of State determines
are contracts with persons employed to perform work for the Department of State on an intermittent basis for
not more than 90 days in a calendar year. The Department of State has established that “persons” includes
employees hired by companies under contract with the Department. The Procurement Executive has the
authority to issue the waivers for employees who work on an intermittent or short-term basis. Waivers may
be issued only for employees who are U.S. citizens or residents, and only where the contractor provides
evidence of alternative workers’ compensation coverage for those employees. Waivers may not be issued
for local or third country nationals.

(2) The contractor shall submit waiver requests to the contracting officer. The request shall contain the
following information:

(i) Contract number;

(i) Name of contractor;

(iii) Brief description of the services to be provided under the contract and country of performance;
(iv) Name and position title of individual(s);

(v) Nationality of individual(s) (must be U.S. citizen or resident);

(vi) Dates (or timeframe) of performance at the overseas location; and

(vii) Evidence of alternative workers’ compensation coverage for these employees (e.g., evidence that the
State workers’ compensation program covers workers on short-term foreign assignments).

(3) The contracting officer shall review the request for completeness and accuracy. If the request is
complete and accurate, the contracting officer shall forward the request to the Procurement Executive. If the
contractor does not provide complete and accurate information, the contracting officer shall return the
request to the contractor with an explanation as to what additional information is required.

(4) The Procurement Executive shall review requests for waiver forwarded by the contracting officer and
either approve or disapprove the request. The Procurement Executive shall return the request indicating
his/her approval or disapproval to the contracting officer. Any request that is not approved shall describe the
reason(s) why the request was not approved. The contracting officer shall provide the contractor with the
original of the approved or disapproved document and maintain a copy in the contract file.

652.204-7/0 DEPARTMENT OF STATE PERSONAL IDENTIFICATION CARD ISSUANCE
PROCEDURES (AUG 2007)

(@) The Contractor shall comply with the Department of State (DOS) Personal Identification Card Issuance
Procedures for all employees performing under this contract who require frequent and continuing access to
DOS facilities, or information systems. The Contractor shall insert this clause in all subcontracts when the
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subcontractor’s employees will require frequent and continuing access to DOS facilities, or information
systems.

(End of clause)

652.236-70 ACCIDENT PREVENTION (APR 2004)

(@) General. The contractor shall provide and maintain work environments and procedures which
will safeguard the public and Government personnel, property, materials, supplies, and equipment exposed
to contractor operations and activities; avoid interruptions of Government operations and delays in project
completion dates; and, control costs in the performance of this contract. For these purposes, the contractor
shall:

(1) Provide appropriate safety barricades, signs and signal lights;

(2) Comply with the standards issued by any local government authority having jurisdiction over
occupational health and safety issues; and,

(3) Ensure that any additional measures the contracting officer determines to be reasonably
necessary for this purpose are taken.

(4) For overseas construction projects, the contracting officer shall specify in writing additional
requirements regarding safety if the work involves:

(i) Scaffolding;

(i) Work at heights above two (2) meters;

(iii) Trenching or other excavation greater than one (1) meter in depth;

(iv) Earth moving equipment;

(v) Temporary wiring, use of portable electric tools, or other recognized electrical hazards.
Temporary wiring and portable electric tools require the use of a ground fault circuit interrupter (GFCI) in
the affected circuits; other electrical hazards may also require the use of a GFCI,

(vi) Work in confined spaces (limited exits, potential for oxygen less that 19.5 percent or
combustible atmosphere, potential for solid or liquid engulfment, or other hazards considered to be
immediately dangerous to life or health such as water tanks, transformer vaults, sewers, cisterns, etc.);

(vii) Hazardous materials — a material with a physical or health hazard including but not limited to,
flammable, explosive, corrosive, toxic, reactive or unstable, or any operations which creates any kind of

contamination inside an occupied building such as dust from demolition activities, paints, solvents, etc.; or

(viii) Hazardous noise levels.

(b) Records. The contractor shall maintain an accurate record of exposure data on all accidents
incident to work performed under this contract resulting in death, traumatic injury, occupational disease, or
damage to or theft of property, materials, supplies, or equipment. The contractor shall report this data in the
manner prescribed by the contracting officer.

(c) Subcontracts. The contractor shall be responsible for its subcontractors’ compliance with this
clause.

(d) Written program. Before commencing work, the contractor shall:

(1) Submit a written plan to the contracting officer for implementing this clause. The plan shall
include specific management or technical procedures for effectively controlling hazards associated with the
project; and,

(2) Meet with the contracting officer to discuss and develop a mutual understanding relative to
administration of the overall safety program.

(e) Notification. The contracting officer shall notify the contractor of any non-compliance with
these requirements and the corrective actions required. This notice, when delivered to the contractor or the
contractor’s representative on site, shall be deemed sufficient notice of the non-compliance and corrective
action required. After receiving the notice, the contractor shall immediately take corrective action. If the
contractor fails or refuses to promptly take corrective action, the contracting officer may issue an order
suspending all or part of the work until satisfactory corrective action has been taken. The contractor shall
not be entitled to any equitable adjustment of the contract price or extension of the performance schedule on
any suspension of work order issued under this clause.

(End of clause)

652.242-73 AUTHORIZATION AND PERFORMANCE (AUG 1999)

(a) The contractor warrants the following:

(1) That is has obtained authorization to operate and do business in the country or countries in which this
contract will be performed;

(2) That is has obtained all necessary licenses and permits required to perform this contract; and,

(3) That it shall comply fully with all laws, decrees, labor standards, and regulations of said country or
countries during the performance of this contract.

(b) If the party actually performing the work will be a subcontractor or joint venture partner, then such
subcontractor or joint venture partner agrees to the requirements of paragraph (a) of
this clause.

652.243-70 NOTICES (AUG 1999)

Any notice or request relating to this contract given by either party to the other shall be in writing. Said
notice or request shall be mailed or delivered by hand to the other party at the address provided in the
schedule of the contract. All modifications to the contract must be made in writing by the contracting officer.

652.229-71 PERSONAL PROPERTY DISPOSITION AT POSTS ABROAD (AUG 1999)
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Regulations at 22 CFR Part 136 require that U.S. Government employees and their families do not profit
personally from sales or other transactions with persons who are not themselves entitled to exemption from
import restrictions, duties, or taxes. Should the contractor experience importation or tax privilegesin a
foreign country because of its contractual relationship to the United States Government, the contractor shall
observe the requirements of 22 CFR

Part 136 and all policies, rules, and procedures issued by the chief of mission in that foreign country.

652.228-71 WORKER'S COMPENSATION INSURANCE (DEFENSE BASE ACT) — SERVICES (AUG
1999)

(@) This clause supplements FAR 52.228-3.

(b) The contractor agrees to procure Defense Base Act (DBA) insurance pursuant to the terms of the
contract between the Department of State and the Department’'s DBA insurance carrier unless the contractor
has a DBA self-insurance program approved by the Department of Labor. The contractor shall submit a
copy of the Department of Labor's approval to the contracting officer upon contract award. The current rate
under the Department of State contract is $5.50 per $100 of compensation for construction.

(c) Since the Department of State has obtained a waiver of DBA coverage for contractor employees who
are not citizens of, residents of, or hired in the United States, the contractor agrees to provide such
employees with worker's compensation benefits as required by the laws of the country in which the
employees are working, or by the laws of the employee's native country, whichever offers greater benefits.

(d) The contractor agrees to insert a clause substantially the same as this one in all subcontracts to which
the DBA is applicable. Subcontractors shall be required to insert a similar clause in any of their subcontracts
subject to the DBA.

(e) Should the rates for DBA insurance coverage increase or decrease during the performance of this
contract, the Department shall modify this contract accordingly.

(f) The contractor shall demonstrate to the satisfaction of the contracting officer that the equitable

adjustment as a result of the insurance increase or decrease does not include any reserve for such insurance.
Adjustment shall not include any overhead, profit, general and administrative expenses, etc.

628.305 OVERSEAS WORKERS' COMPENSATION AND WAR-HAZARD INSURANCE.

(b)(1) Acquisitions for services, including construction but excluding personal services contracts, requiring
contractor personnel to perform work outside of the United States, shall include the contractual obligation
for coverage under the Defense Base Act (42 U.S.C. Sections 1651-1654, as amended), for covered
contractor employees. For the purposes of this section, "covered contractor employees” includes the
following individuals:

(i) United States citizens or residents;
(i) Individuals hired in the United States or its possessions, regardless of citizenship; and,

1 AIM

The aim of this Statement of Work (SOW) is for a Contractor to supply materials, labor and equipment
necessary to provide modification of dog kennels in DS Man Camp to meet the user standards at NEC,
Baghdad, Iraq.

2 BACKGROUND

Currently, the kennels at DS Man Camp are not up to the standards to safely house the animals. These
working animals are an expensive and irreplaceable tool in the 1Z security plan. Consequently, the animals
must be cared for and housed in a manner consistent with the industry standards. A working dog is only
productive when healthy, and a productive dog is often the primary defense against explosive devices
attacks.

3 SOLUTION

In order to meet the industry standards, the interior and the exterior of the kennel must be modified.

4 ASSUMPTIONS AND CRITERIA

4.1. The Government provided “List of Materials” is an estimate only, and the contractor is responsible to
field measure and to quantify the required materials as to complete the job.

4.2. The contractor is responsible to submit shop drawings of the interior and the exterior kennel
modification layout prior to fabrication and installation. The engineering work is included.

4.3. The contractor is to provide two base bids (Options 1 & 2).

4.4. The contractor is responsible for maintaining SOD until receipt of the certificate of Substantial
Completion Date.

4.5. The contractor is responsible to clean up daily after working hours.

5 STATEMENT OF WORK
The project consists of the basic bid as described below:

Interior Work

1. The existing kennel cage doors present unsafe conditions for kenneling of dogs. The present
configuration has gaps on the side of the cage door, underneath the cage door, and above the cage door.
Additionally, the plastic coated wire must be removed and replaced with steel galvanized chain link wire
or galvanized metal mesh. All sharp edges must be removed inside the cage door to include any rough
spot welds. There are two options to consider that would resolve the concerns and be acceptable for
approval.

Replace each cage door with a proper fitting door. Door must reach from 1/2 inch off the floor to
the cage above the door for a tight seal. Door must be able to open fully without clearance
restrictions with the floor. Door must provide total enclosure from wall to wall and top to bottom
with no gaps or open spaces.

Wire is to be steel galvanize chain link or galvanized metal mesh affixed to the inside of the door.
All sharp or rough edges are to be smoothed or removed.

On all kennel cage doors, install galvanized steel fencing/cage on the INSIDE of the cage door.
The existing cage does not need to be removed but can be if it will expedite the work. The
contractor is to ensure that no exposed points or sharp edges that could injure a dog.

On all kennel cage doors, weld a steel plate approximately 6” wide that runs from the floor to the
upper cage (approximately 7 feet) on the inside of the doors to cover the gap between the door
and the “door jam” created by the hinge. Ensure no rough edges on the inside that could injure a
dog.

Weld a plate on the bottom of all cage doors that runs the length of the door to prevent the dogs
from pushing their fore-legs under the cage doors.

Door must be able to open fully without clearance restriction with the floor.

2. Repair the existing hole in the roof of the room containing the water shut-off valve.

3. Smooth all tile edges and protruding corners inside each kennel as the sharpness presents a cutting
hazard to the dogs. This action is required on approximately %2 of the existing 70 kennels.

Install galvanized steel fencing on the inside of all exercise area fencing (to include cage doors).
The existing fencing does not require removal, but it can be removed if it will expedite the work.
Remove all green mesh and reinstall (if reusable — replace if not) on the exterior of the exercise
area fences.

Cut off all bolts to be flush with the nuts that are tightened on them everywhere in the interior of
the exercise areas. Removal of all sharp or protruding edges is required to house a canine.
Remove all rubber hosing and hose mounts from the interior of the exercise area. Repair wall
surface to match existing.

On all four exercise area cage doors, weld a steel plate approximately 6” wide that runs from the
floor to the top of the cage (approximately 7 feet) on the inside of the doors to cover the gap
between the door and the “door jam” created by the hinge, or replace the cage doors with ones
that do not have any gaps or space between the side poles. The contractor is to ensure that no
exposed points or sharp edges that could injure a dog.

Install SOD in exercise areas and walk/path ways. Include replacing existing gravels to sod.
Add down spouting from ceiling storm drains to direct water away from doors and to the side of
the building.

Construct a canopy over the exercise area in order to shield the dogs and handlers from direct
sunlight. Canopy should consist of metal railings to support a covering of green mesh that extend
from the building to the perimeter fence.

Remove the water hydrants from inside the exercise yard for the dog’s safety. Relocate those
hydrants/faucets to outside the fenced exercise yard. It will be acceptable to run the water pipe
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along the wall to the free space between the exercise/break areas and install the faucet (s) as it
would be accessible at that location.

j) Install two water storage tanks in the vicinity of the generators. Tanks should have a storage
capacity of 10,000 gallons and be plumbed into the existing plumbing; thus, giving the kennels
emergency back-up fresh water supply for drinking and kennel sanitation. Tanks must have shut
off values/gates and gauges to register tank capacity while conducting the replenishment of water
into the tanks. The tanks are to be placed on top of concrete pad with 4” thick gravel and 6”
concrete with #4 rebar 8” O.C. Compact soils and sub-base at 95% modified proctor test prior to
placement of the concrete pad.

k) Position a 20 foot connex in the vicinity of the parking lot adjacent to the kennels to be used for
food storage. In addition, install a window mounted air conditioners and run power to said
container. Container must be free of any holes, openings, or gaps that would permit mice or
small varmints and insects from entering inside and contaminating thousands of dollars worth of
dog food. All electrical feed is to be run w/ 1” Sch. 80 PVC conduit. If necessary, concrete
repair is included.

6 PERFORMANCE PERIOD
The Contractor is to complete construction of the basic bid within 25 days from the notice to proceed (NTP).
